WHAT IS A TOTAL SOLAR ECLIPSE?

Hamilton County will experience one of the most

incredible natural phenomena in our skies: a total

solar eclipse. This natural event has been known to

draw visitors to destinations leading up to the event.

A total solar eclipse occurs when the Moon
passes between the Sun and Earth, completely
blocking the face of the Sun. The sky will darken
as if it were dawn or dusk. The next total solar
eclipse that can be seen from the contiguous
United States will be on Aug. 23, 2044.
